. The “crown of twelve stars”
represents the twelve apostles. The woman who
gives birth to Messiah represents the true church
through its entire history—from Adam and the
Jewish nation to the Christian Church.

The first good news found in the Bible is God's
promise to send a Redeemer born of "the woman"
(Gen. 3:15). Christ is the "seed" of the woman. He
was to take our nature and to become one of us,
all in order to save us from the deadly wound of
sin. Indeed, because of this promise of salvation,
first given to Adam and Eve, the human race was
not permanently severed from God.

THE CHILD AND THE DRAGON ( ).

What are some of the characteristics of the dragon?

One characteristic of this dragon is its seven
heads and ten horns (Rev. 12:3). According

to Rev. 17:9, 10, the seven heads are the main
kingdoms used by this power to oppress God's
people. Ten horns appear in Dan. 7:24 as a
symbol of a divided kingdom, a diversity of
political powers. The same symbolism refers to
the totality of the nations that will join God's end-
time enemy (Rev. 17:12-13).

The dragon is said to draw "a third of the stars
out of heaven" to the ground - 1/3" of angels.
See Isa. 14:12-15; Jude 6.
